During the week of November 7, 2011 Phase 2 of the Town's Paving Plan will commence.  Five roads will be paved during this time.  They are: Acorn Place, Old Wagon Road, Peaceable Street (from Peaceable Hill Road to Old South Salem Road), Sharp Hill Lane and Southridge Court.  Residents will be able to access their driveways – short delays may be required.  Shown below is a summary of the steps in the work process to complete the entire paving project:

1. Preparation work – on-going as required (Town Hwy):
a. Install new catch basins as required 
b. Replace aged/damaged catch basins tops as required
c. Sweep road immediately prior to paving (Town Hwy):
2. Install new finish coat of asphalt pavement (Tilcon Paving Co.)
3. Install new asphalt curbing only if required for water management  (Tilcon Paving Co.)
4. Install new asphalt aprons at the end of each driveway (Tilcon Paving Co.)
5. Backfill area behind curbing with topsoil as required (Town Hwy.)
Steps 4 – 5 should be completed by the end of November.  Weather can impact the timing of our work.  
During this work, the Town of Ridgefield is not responsible for any items currently installed in the Town’s Right-of-Way.  Examples include, but are not limited to such items as: underground pet fences or sprinkler systems, plantings, or basketball poles.  
Please drive carefully during the preparation work – raised structures will be in the roadway.
