August 16, 2010

Chair Robertson called the meeting to order at 2:30 p.m. and
introduced Wendy Mauro, Care Manager at Connecticut Community
Care, Inc. (CCCI)
CCCI is the largest care/management service for elders and people with
disabilities in Connecticut. The program is statewide, private, and non­

profit, assisting clients to remain independent and living in their home
for as long as possible.
Wendy outlined its services and qualifications for participation in the
Connecticut Home Program (CHCP)-- You must be a Connecticut
resident, meet one to three critical functional needs, and meet the
program's income and asset guidelines(no income limit, but assets of
$31,000 or less for singles, $41,000 or less for married--not including
home or car). There are other guidelines to qualify for "Title 19".
Wendy advised that CCCI now has "entitlement experts" to handle the
qualification process, thus freeing up the Care Managers. CCCI works
with community groups such as the RVNA to provide services such as
nursing, ho~e health aides, homemakers, etc. Wendy also reported that
the co-pay of 15%, instituted in January, 2010, has been reduced·to 6%
as of July 1,2010. Ms. Mauro provided members with a portfolio
which contained brochures on the work of CCCI. Chair Robertson
thanked Ms. Mauro for her informative talk.

Minutes
