Ridgefield New Case Rates are HIGHER than one year ago (WHEN NO ONE WAS VACCINATED)

Contact tracing has shown that essentially all new cases are in the Ridgefield unvaccinated population.
Hence, the unvaccinated population is keeping Ridgefield New Case Rates at a level higher than a year ago.
